1. Court Visitation - Chapters 5 & 6      

Try to organize a visit to the court to observe both trial and appellate proceedings

Arrange ahead of time, if possible through law clerks, judges, or other court personnel for a briefing on the case before the hearing begins. Try to get Attorneys involved in the trial to speak with the students afterwards.
